he prayer for Lent comes from the Archdiocese of 
Chicago's Liturgy Training Publications, part of their 
Office of Worship. This Lent and Easter, my focus with 

you is going to be about worship. During the 50 days of Easter 
I want to offer reflections on the late Holy Father John Paul 
II's Dies Domini, about the importance of the Lord's Day, and 
now as we mark the 40 days of Lent, my reflections will be 
about how we approach our worship of God. 
 

In the desert, Jesus is tempted to forgo the worship of the One 
God for worship of Satan, something that might seem strange 
to us until we connect it with the modern American myth of 

the "self-made" man or woman. 
An individual who succeeds on 
his or her own without help 
from family, friends, community 
or society, this person is obliged 
to no one. Why is this appealing 
we ask? And what does it say to 
believers? 
 

Looking at the first reading 
today we get the answer. This is 
a creedal statement, what the 
community was to believe about 
God. It sites God's intervention, 
God's help in freeing the people 
from bondage. They didn't do it 

on their own. No such thing as being self-made in the 
Scriptures…so what's that say to us? To me it says I need God 
for every breath I take, for every decision I make, and more 
than that, it says that God calls me to community, to be part of 
a body…the Body of Christ, the Church.
