As the Passion begins, Luke tells us 
that "an argument broke out among them about which of 
them should be regarded as the greatest." Pretty amazing 
isn't it? Here we are, at the Last Supper, Jesus has just 
announced that he will be betrayed by one of the Twelve, 
and the boys begin to argue. 
 

But should we be 
surprised? I mean, 

after all, don't we 
do the same 
thing? The great 

hymn from the 
Letter to the 

Philippians that stands 
as our epistle today 

puts it into perspective. Jesus, the hymn says, "emptied 
himself, taking the form of a slave." It is in pouring 
himself out, that the Christ became one like us in all 
things but sin so that we might share in his divinity. But 
that happens when we are willing to claim fully our 
humanity, and to lay down our lives like Jesus did.
