his is the day that the Lord has made; let 
us rejoice and be glad in it. (Psalm 118:24) 
Easter is the grandest of all our celebrations. It 
stands at the heart of who we are and what we 

believe as Christians. For the early Church, the Sabbath, 
the holy day of the week, the day of rest, shifted from 
Saturday to Sunday, the day of resurrection. Today, the 
Forum begins an Easter series that comes from the 
Apostolic Letter of Pope John Paul II, Dies Domini, the 
Lord's Day.  
 

From the time of the apostles 
themselves, Sunday was 
called "the Lord's Day." 
This first day of the week 
received special attention 
because of its close 

connection with what John 
Paul called "the very core of the 

Christian mystery." We keep Sunday holy because each 
Sunday is a celebration of Easter. Today we come 
together to sing the joyful Alleluia of Easter. But each 
week Christians recall this event; that Jesus died and rose 
to bring new life to us.  
 
As a holy day, how do we keep Sunday? Is it a day off 
work simply, a day to go shopping, or maybe a day to 
sleep in? Sadly, for many who consider themselves 
Christians this is what Sunday has become. The Holy 
Father wrote that "the duty to keep Sunday holy, 
especially by sharing in the Eucharist and by relaxing in a 
spirit of Christian joy and fraternity, is easily understood 
if we consider the many different aspects of this day."  
 
How can you spend Sunday 
well? I have mentioned before 
that my family gathers almost 
every Sunday to sit at table and 
share our story. The 
importance of doing this is 
beyond anything I can put into 
words. Doing this affirms my 
identity, my history, my 
belonging. Imagine then, how 
our gathering for Sunday Mass 
is meant to do the same. Today 
we renew the promises of our baptism. By doing that we 

affirm that we freely accept the responsibilities of living 
as Catholic Christians; that we believe what the Church 
believes and strive to practice that faith.  
 
If a family member absents himself or herself from table 
repeatedly, soon they begin to forget their story, they can 
lose their identity. That's what happens to those who 
don't celebrate with us on a regular basis. They become 
passers-by who drop in on occasion, but have lost the 
family connection. How can we welcome them back? 
 
So Many People to Thank 
A little ice kept me from participating in the recent 
Lenten Seminar, but the feedback has been tremendous. I 
would like to acknowledge all the people who combined 
their efforts to make this day the grand success it was, 
under the leadership of Susan DiPietro, GS's Adult 
Formation Coordinator. It was marvelous to see how 
everyone worked together for this common goal of 
offering to the people of the area - and those who came 
from a distance - this chance to explore the Mass in a 
deeper way.  
 
And while I'm thanking… 
Speaking of the ice and my "incident" I'd like to say that I 
appreciate all the cards and words of concern that I 
received from all of you. The many prayers have helped 
and I expect to recover completely over time. Please 
remember me and the parishioners who will travel with 
me this week when we begin our trip to Italy. We depart 
Wednesday, April 11 and will return April 25.
