Father Sam’s Forum 
 

eace I leave with you; my peace I give to 
you." When I arrived at Good Samaritan 
Parish in August 2001, the Gospel reading 

that weekend told us that Jesus came to bring division, 
not peace. It came from Luke, and stood at the center 
of that evangelist's work, a commentary about 
discipleship and what it cost to follow Christ, to pick 
up the cross daily. Giving our lives over to the Lord 
will bring division because not everyone will accept or 
understand. 
 

That seems different from the message today. From 
John, this passage is part of the Last Supper discourse, 
with Jesus imparting final teaching to his 
disciples. But if we look closely, we'll see that 

what is contained in Luke 
matches this. The peace 

Jesus gives is not based on 
peace as the world knows it. 

Peace in Christ comes from 
accepting God's will and 
seeing God's plan. It is 
handing over ourselves 
to God, completely, as 

Jesus did on the cross: "Father, into your hands I 
commend my spirit."  
 

As you have heard by now, I have been asked to accept 
a new assignment as Administrator of St. Benedict the 
Abbot Parish, McMurray. A large suburban parish, St. 
Benedict took some of the religious items from the 
former churches in Ambridge when we came together 
into one church in 2004. They used them in their new 
church, dedicated last August. This appointment is 
effective May 21. Bishop Bradley has appointed Fr. 
Terrence O' Connor, to take my place as Administrator 
of Good Samaritan and St. John the Baptist. Fr. 
O'Connor was ordained in 2001, and served as 
parochial vicar at Our Lady of Fatima, Hopewell, after 
ordination. He is currently the vicar at St. Alphonsus, 
Wexford. (Pastors can not be appointed when there is no 
diocesan bishop until the Diocesan Administrator has been 
in place for a year. That is why both of us are Administrators 
until Bishop Bradley completes his first year.) 
 

Leaving Ambridge and Baden is not easy because all of 
you have become family. But it goes with the job, so to 

speak. We merely sow the seeds and God brings about 
the growth. I look forward to blessing and opening the 
Good Samaritan Archives Room next Sunday at 9:30. 
This is a special place that will preserve the rich history 
of the past. I want to thank Sister Marise and her 
committee who have worked so many hours to 
prepare this place of parish heritage.
