Diocesan Database

We are all aware of the grave problem of the abuse of
children that exists within society. Each of us must do all
that we can to help protect those children entrusted to us.
This is especially important for those who work and minister
in the Church. As a critical part of our safe environment
policy for young people, the Diocese of Pittsburgh is
creating a centralized electronic database of those working
and ministering in the Church who have contact with young
people under the age of 18. To create this secured diocesan
database, all who have contact with the young of our parish
have been asked to create an electronic file by completing an
application. This included any clergy, religious, employee,
or volunteer in the parish who have contact with youth in
their work or ministry. Letters have been sent to all those
who have been recognized as having contact with children as
an employee or volunteer. If you have not received a letter
and will be in contact with children as a volunteer in the
parish, please call the parish office and the information will
be sent to you.

In addition to the database, we will also be asking
volunteers to obtain a Child Abuse History Clearance. Many
of you already have this form. Please provide a copy to the
Parish Office. In an effort to help everyone understand the
importance of these procedures, each of you is asked to
attend a “Protecting God’s Children” workshop. Listed
below are the local locations holding these workshops.
